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Avoid underling text – it is very difficult to read. And use sentence case for titles – do not capitilise each word = also difficult to read.
Elements missing in the top of the poster (date, context, full affiliation of author, tutor + affiliation).

Your poster should include information about your company.

Figure titles go BELOW figures. 

Annotate your equations…help the read understand your maths, otherwise they are going to have to interpret the equations themselves. They don’t have time for this!!

Add citations (and full references in a reference section) for images that are not yours. For example, you can add a [1] next to the image, and in the reference section (this can be in a smaller font) add [1] Website link (accessed DATE).

The link between sections is not always clear, notably for sections 4 to 5. I understand that you have focused on the example of Fuel on Board – and that this aspects is described in part 3 and 4. Part 5 starts talking about Flight tests with no mention on fuel. See comment on poster.  

Remember a conclusion = implications of work and future work. 
A visual poster – with aligned elements. Make sure the font size for titles is slightly larger. Is black text on a red background easy to read ??
