Avoid ALL CAPS text – it is very difficult to read. Use sentence case

You don’t need to put ‘Affiliation’ next to your name. Just your name and your FULL affiliaition (INSA and DGA). Include your department in affiliation – check out the pdf resource on posters.

Mickael Duval is your supervisor not acknowledgements. You must also give his affiliations.

Elements missing in the top of the poster (date, context).

Your poster does not need an abstract (abstracts are rarely seen in scientifici posters, because they are already a summary of a project).

Your poster should include information about your company.

Cleary state the AIM of your project. Include the keywords!

Figures need to have x and y-axes labelled – a clear, numbered title (Fig. 1: XXXX) – annotate figures to show key information – include citations for images that are not yours (and full references in a reference section)
The link between sections is not clear. Work on the story of the poster. Are the sections ‘Missiles fired per year’ and ‘Visualising aircraft fatigue’ two examples of data analysis? You should state this somewhere at the end of the introduction.  
Do not use boring titles such as introduction and conclusion. Use message titles. 

Your conclusion only talk about FI but you also have a results section on missiles. Conclusion = implications of work and future work. The first three sentences in your conclusion are results/discussion not conclusion – so move this information to the ‘visualising aircraft’ section.

A visual poster – but check elements are aligned.

Avoid BIG BLOCKS of TEXT !! Use short, incomplete sentences, spaced out short paragraphs etc. Bullet points are ok for lists.
