Elements missing in the top of the poster (date, context, author affiliation, tutot+affiliation).

Make sure your title is interesting and conveys what you do.

Do not use boring titles such as background and missing gap. Use message titles. 

Your poster does not have one figure. Posters need to be visual!!

Figures need to have x and y-axes labelled – a clear, numbered title (Fig. 1: XXXX) – annotate figures to show key information – include citations for images that are not yours (and full references in a reference section)
Avoid BIG BLOCKS of TEXT !! Use short, incomplete sentences, spaced out short paragraphs etc. Bullet points are ok for lists. Your text is like what we would read in an article NOT a poster. The story is clear/text is informative but change the format/layout.
