Avoid ALL CAPS text – it is very difficult to read. Use sentence case

Elements missing in the top of the poster (date, context, author + tutors and their full affiliations, logos….see pdf resource on scientific presentations).

Your poster should include a bit more information about your company.

Do not use boring titles such as context, idea and purpose. Use message titles. 

Figures need to have x and y-axes labelled – a clear, numbered title (Fig. 1: XXXX) – annotate figures to show key information – include citations for images that are not yours (and full references in a reference section). Check how your refer to your figures.
The link between sections is relatively clear – could be improved – especially the methods/results sections.  Work on the story of the poster. 
Remember that conclusion = implications of work and future work. 

A visual poster with aligned sections.
Avoid always writing in full sentences with ‘I’ like you would in a report.
