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Elements missing in the top of the poster (date, context, full affiliation of author and tutor).

Your poster should include information about your company and background context to the project.

Figures need to have x and y-axes labelled – a clear, numbered title (Fig. 1: XXXX) – annotate figures to show key information – include citations for images that are not yours (and full references in a reference section)

Conclusion = implications of work and future work. Do not repeat your results.
A visual poster and logical oroder– but check elements are aligned.

Avoid BIG BLOCKS of TEXT !! (last two sections) Use short, incomplete sentences, spaced out short paragraphs etc. Bullet points are ok for lists.

Label your figures and labels – help the reader understand your results. Include keypoints as text in results sections – don’t the reader interpret your figures by themselves !
