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Avoid ALL CAPS text – it is very difficult to read. Use sentence case

Elements missing in the top of the poster (date, context, affiliation of tutor, your department…see resource pdf on scientific posters).

Your poster should include information about your company.

Figures need to have x and y-axes labelled – a clear, numbered title (Fig. 1: XXXX) – annotate figures to show key information – include citations for images that are not yours (and full references in a reference section)

Conclusions= implications of work and future work. Are there any ways to improve the tool in future steps etc ? OR limitations that need be be addressed ?
Avoid BIG BLOCKS of TEXT !! Use short, incomplete sentences, spaced out short paragraphs etc. Bullet points are ok for lists. For example for RESULTS, perhaps have short text with the main result ie Significant impact of COVID – number of global flights halved from 2019-2023 NOT a full paragraph with text you would read in an article. For each of the 3 results boxes you could state the analysis level eg comparison across years, 4-year window, country-level analysis etc. Then the reader can see the level of each of your analyses.
